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Communities for Work (Priority 3)

Project Description

Communities for Work is an employability
programme supported by European Social
Fund, delivering employment support services in
52 Communities First (CF) cluster areas across
Wales.

CfW Employment Mentors and Advisers work
intensively with participants to identify and
overcome barriers preventing them taking up
training or employment. Mentors and Advisers
are able to draw on a wide range of
opportunities  provided by the Welsh
Government and its partners as well as those
sourced locally.

The programme focuses on reducing the
number of 16-24 year olds who are Not in
Education, Employment or Training (NEET)
by providing intensive mentoring and early
intervention to prevent young people
progressing into long term unemployment.

Geographical Coverage

The project works in Communities First areas of
Local Authorities throughout Wales

Essential Eligibility Criteria

Participants must live in a Communities First
cluster area and be; Not in education,
employment or training (NEET) (aged 16-24)
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A NEET participant is somebody not engaged
in employment, education or training at the
point of intervention with C4W, including those
who are economically inactive
